What would you do if you or a loved
one were sexually assaulted?

- Get Safe! If you are in danger or seriously injured, call 911 for emergency
assistance.

- You are NOT to blame.

- If you decide to report the crime, call 911 for police assistance as soon as
possible.

- You may call KBIC's Office of Violence Against Women'’s 24 hour helpline at
(906) 353-4599 for support, information, and to access a Survivor Advocate or
shelter.

- Preserve evidence - do not change clothes, shower, brush teeth, comb hair, or
use the restroom.
